Description: When connected to an LS-250 Rescue Station, the MR-250 allows elevator personnel to 

call from a machine room into all of the elevators connected to the LS-250. The MR-250 
handset will also activate whenever the handset at the LS-250 Rescue Station rings.  
Ringer can be turned off if required. 

 
 Should a trouble condition be detected, the MR-250 handset will ring a distinctive double 

ring once every minute to alert on-site personnel of a problem.  Once acknowledged, the 
audio alert may be muted by pressing the SILENCE button at the main Rescue Station. 

 
Certification: Handset is FCC / Industry Canada / CSA approved. 
 
Wiring: CAT3 communication cable between machine room and LS-250 Rescue Station.  Two 

conductors are required. 
 
Connections: External RJ11 jack for quick connection.  No special crimping tools required.   
 
Mounting: Surface mount on wall of machine room or on side of controller.  D-knockout on door for 

lock assembly if required.   
 
Dimensions: 12.5” high x 8” wide x 3.5” deep. 
 
Finish: White powder coated 16 gauge steel.  Black silk-screen lettering at the top of the unit 

saying “Elevator Telephone / Téléphone D’Ascenseur.  
 
Weight: 6.3 lbs.  (2.9 kg).

Incoming Calls: 
 

Pick up the MR-250 handset when it rings.  Assuming that Webbphones have been used in the 
elevator(s), once you have answered you would normally hear a message which says “Incoming Webb 
emergency call.  At the tone press 1 to speak to caller or 2 to hear location.”    
 
If you push 2, you will hear a recording telling you which elevator is calling.  If you push 1, you will be 
in immediate two-way conversation with the caller.   
 
Hang up the receiver when your conversation is finished.  
 
Outgoing Calls: 
 

To call into a specific elevator, pick up the MR-250 handset.  Enter the cab number followed by pressing 
the * key.   After several beeps, you will hear a voice message saying “Connected”.  You are now in two-
way conversation with the elevator.   
 
Hang up the receiver when your conversation is finished.
